HANNAH AND HER SISTERS (Dir: Woody Allen USA 1986 105 min colour Orion Pictures)

The intertwined stories of three sisters and the men in their lives, featuring Oscar winning performances from Michael Caine & Diane Wiest. Great script & stellar direction. One of Woody Allen’s finest films.

TABU: A Story of the South Seas (Dirs: F.W. Murnau USA 1931 78 min b&w)   

The love of a young couple violates a local taboo in F.W. Murnau’s stunningly photographed folk tale, shot on location as a silent film in 1929, but released in 1931 with a musical soundtrack.

GOOD NEWS (Dir: Charles Walters USA 1948 93 min colour MGM)  

A girl-crazy football hero, who will miss an important game if he flunks his French exam, is tutored to success by a plain-Jane student. Rousing revival of the college musical, based on a hit Broadway show.

Aug 15
HANA-BI = Fireworks (Dir: Takeshi Kitano Japan 1997 103 min colour)

A guilt-ridden detective attempts to atone for a costly blunder in this violent, romantic and ultra stylish gem, starring Beat Takeshi. Winner of the Golden Lion at the 1997 Venice Film Festival.

THE MAN FROM KANGAROO (Dir: Wilfred Lucas Australia 1919 53 min b&w)  

This Australian silent western, one of a series of outdoor adventures made by the athlete Reginald 'Snowy' Baker, will be screened with a special soundtrack created by John Lanser and Roger Woolnough

THE FALLEN IDOL (Dir: Carol Reed GB 1948 95 min b&w)

A young boy is caught in an adult world he doesn’t understand in Reed’s moving adaptation of a Graham Greene short story.  Ralph Richardson stars as the butler, whom the boy looks up to as a father-figure.

BOB ROBERTS (Dir: Tim Robbins USA 1992 102 min colour Paramount/Miramax)  

Released just before the start of the Clinton presidency, this political satire was a prescient comment on the corruption of American politics by the media-savvy celebrity culture. Stars Tim Robbins, Gore Vidal

Nov 7
SHCHORS (Dir: Alexander Dovzhenko & Yuliya Solntseva USSR 1939 92 min Kiev Studios)

Stalin commissioned this earthy, epic historical drama set during WWI but despite its socialist-realist approach the film still contains poetic and memorable images typical of Dovzhenko’s lyrical style.

EUREKA STOCKADE (Dir: Harry Watt Australia 1949 103 min b&w Ealing Studios)

Peter Lalor, the leader of the 1854 miners' revolt against the colonial authorities, is presented as a man of doubts & principles rather than as the charismatic rebel leader of legend. Starring Chips Rafferty as Lalor.
